RECREATIONAL AGREEMENT
(Baseball Field)
	This Agreement is made and entered into by and between the City of Blue Ridge, Georgia, hereinafter referred to as the “City” and the Mountain Area Christian Academy, hereinafter referred to as the “MACA.”
	Whereas, the City of Blue Ridge, Georgia, operates and maintains a city park; and
	Whereas, located in the city park is, among other amenities, a baseball field; and
	Whereas, the MACA has expressed an interest in leasing said field; and
	Whereas, the leasing of said field by the City to the MACA will serve the collective interests of the City and the MACA in making public facilities available to the citizens of the City, residents of the County, and visitors to the area and will enhance the educational opportunities of the students of the MACA;
	NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual benefits to be derived by both entities, the fulfillment of the terms and conditions hereinafter set forth, and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which is hereby acknowledged, the parties hereby agree as follows:
1. The City shall lease to and the MACA does hereby lease the baseball field designated as Number _____, by the City.
2.  The term of the lease shall be for one (1) year, and shall commence in March of 2016 and terminate at the conclusion of the 2016 season.
3. The lease payment shall be the sum of $1.00 per year plus additional consideration as provided herein, with the full lease payment to be paid in advance at the time that the within agreement takes effect.  
4. In year one, 2016, the MACA shall be given access to said field immediately upon the acceptance of this agreement for the purpose of effecting improvements and upgrades to said field, in the discretion of the MACA; after the improvements are completed, the City shall be able to use the field in accordance with the terms of this agreement.
5. The MACA shall the right to have normal utilization of said field during the 2016 baseball season, including any normal tournament or playoffs. 
6. The MACA shall have the right to utilize said fields for team practices, games and events, but the parties anticipate that the MACA shall use the field primarily for the home games of the MACA as itemized upon the attached Exhibit A, which is attached hereto and incorporated by reference hereof into this agreement.  With the prior consent of the City’s Parks and Recreational Director, the MACA shall have the right to utilize said field for team practices.
7. To the extent that the MACA does not have a scheduled game, or a scheduled team practice, or event regarding the field that has received prior approval by the City’s Park and Recreational Director, then said field shall be available to the City for utilization as a baseball field.  An authorized representative of the City shall coordinate such use by the City with an authorized representative of the MACA.
8. Priority to utilization as to said field shall be with the MACA.
9. In the discretion of the MACA, the MACA shall have the right to upgrade the field, to include, but not be limited to a knee wall, new netting for the backstop, new dugouts, and upgrades to the stand behind the upgrades.  The MACA will be responsible for the maintenance of the same.
10. The MACA accepts the baseball field “as is,” and any further improvements to the field will be by subsequent written agreement of the parties.
11. The City will manage all field prep before and after games.
12. The City will be responsible for the mowing, fertilization and maintenance of the grass in and around said field.
13. [bookmark: _GoBack]The City will operate and maintain a concession stand that will be open during scheduled games and tournaments, including any tournaments and playoffs.  The City will also be paid by MACA the sum of Fifty ($50.00) Dollars per game played upon the field.  
14. The MACA will provide the City with the official game schedule.  The MACA will promptly notify the City of any cancelled or rescheduled games.
15. The City will operate and have opened the restroom facilities located at the City Park.  The restrooms will be open and available during all practices, games and tournaments.
16. The MACA will be allowed to maintain such banners or signs on the fences surrounding said field, which said signs and banners shall conform to the standards imposed by the MACA as to signs and banners located at other MACA facilities.  The MACA shall insure that the same are maintained and presented in a good, clean and safe manner.
17. Should the MACA fail to maintain the field, knee wall, netting, dugouts, stands and any sign placed (or authorized by it) in a good, clean and safe manner, the City shall have the right to terminate the within agreement upon sixty days written notice to the MACA.  Subsequent to the any notice of termination required under this provision, the MACA shall the right to cure the same,  by restoring such field, knee wall, netting, dugouts, stands and any sign placed (or authorized by it) to a good, clean and safe manner. 
18. In the event that the MACA elects to terminate the within agreement or at the end of the lease term, all improvements placed on said field shall remain and become the property of the City.
19. The MACA shall cause said field to be listed on its policy of liability of insurance and name the City as an additional insured party.
20. The MACA shall indemnify and hold the City harmless as to any act or event that occurs on said field while the same is being utilized by the MACA for a MACA sanctioned practice, game or tournament.
21. All notices required herein shall be delivered to the City Hall of the City of Blue Ridge, addressed to the City Clerk and to the MACA at the administrative office of the MACA.

The above and foregoing agreement was approved by a vote of the City Council for the City of Blue Ridge, Georgia, held on the 1st day of March, 2016 and by a vote of the Board for the MACA.
